And while Canyon Ridge offers the finest in amenities—in-
cluding concierge and outfitting services, a beautifully con-
structed lodge, a fitness facility, guest casitas, an equestrian
barn and miles of equestrian trails— its stewards insist that the
greatest amenity is the land itself.

We are preserving the
land while creating access to a lifestyle—to an untamed piece
of the West that would not otherwise be available.”
